1.5 The Council is required to give effect to the purpose of local government as
prescribed by Section 10 of the Local Government Act 2002.

Good
guality means infrastructure, services and performance that are efficient and
effective and appropriate to present and anticipated future circumstances.

1.6  This report concludes by recommending the above temporary road closures
be approved, subject to conditions

2.0 BACKGROUND

2.1 The above roads will be closed for the first time this calendar year. The above
roads have been chosen specifically for their suitability for holding the above
events, being the Targa Rally and the support event to the Targa Rally.

22 Club Targa Incorporated and the Hawkedo:s
organise a special rally which incorporates both organisations. Club Targa
previously held a rally during October 2016.

2.3  They have chosen to apply to have the following roads closed again this year.
They were previously closed in October 2016.These roads being: Ohiti Road,
Matapiro Road, Crownthorpe Settlement Road, Apley Road, Puketitiri Road,
Glengarry Road, Whakapirau Road and Middle Road.

2.4 Club Targa Incorporated have made the decision to hold the Targa Rally
despite the three yearly time frame previously agreed upon at the 5

CURRENT SITUATION

The temporary road closures will be managed in accordance with the New
Zealand Transport Agency Code of Practice Temporary Traffic Management
(CoPTTM).

A detailed Traffic Management Plan is to be submitted to the Hastings District
Council and the Plan will be approved for implementation, subject to the
temporary road closure applications being approved.

OPTIONS

Option A: Approve the temporary road closures detailed above.

Option B: Do not approve the temporary road closures detailed above.

Option C: Approve only one, two, three, four, five, six, seven, eight, nine,
ten, eleven, twelve, thirteen, fourteen, fifteen, sixteen or seventeen of the
temporary road closures.

7.2 By allowing the above temporary road closures the organisers can undertake
their events in a safe and controlled environment with all risks minimised and
managed.

7.3 ltis anticipated that the current road bond scheme and inspection process will
be appropriate to manage this risk and fund any remedial works that may be
generated, should any damage to the surface of these roads and roadside
infrastructure occur as a result of them being used for a rally event. In
previous years this process has worked well with minimal to no damage
incurred.

8.0 PREFERRED OPTION/S AND REASONS

8.1 Option A is the preferred option. It recommends the Committee approve the
temporary road closures detailed above, subject to conditions that will ensure
public safety is maintained.
