1.0 Purpose and summary - Te Kaupapa Me Te Whakarāpopototanga 

1.1 The purpose of this report is to obtain a decision from the International Advisory Group (IAG) on the 
sponsorship funding of the Asians in the Bay Awards 2022. 

1.2 This request arises from a request from the Multicultural Association Hawke’s Bay for sponsorship 
for this year’s Asians in the Bay Awards.  The request was for $4,000 sponsorship for the 2022 awards. 

 
1.3 This report concludes by recommending the Hastings District Council fund the 2022 Asians in the Bay 

Awards to the value of $4,000.

2.0 Recommendations - Ngā Tūtohunga 

A) That the International Advisory Group receive the report titled Asians in the Bay Awards 
2022 dated 11 July 2022. 

B) That the International Advisory Group approve funding for the Asians in the Bay Awards 
2021 to the value of $4,000 from the IAG Budget. 
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3.0 Background – Te Horopaki 

3.1 The Hastings District Council has sponsored the Asians in the Bay Awards previously, in 2019 and 
2021.  This is to recognise the contribution that the Asian community makes to the Hawke’s Bay 
economy and society.   

3.2 In 2019 the Council had given $3,000 sponsorship and in 2021 it had given $4,000 sponsorship 
towards these awards.   

3.3 This event aligns with the Hastings District Multicultural Strategy. It is a platform to showcase the 
significant contribution and value the Asian community makes to the Hawke’s Bay community, 
across all sectors of business, trade, education, horticulture, health and young enterprise. 

4.0 Discussion – Te Matapakitanga 

4.1 Asians in the Bay Awards recognises the significant contribution made by our Asian residents in the 
region. With an ever-growing Asian population over recent years, this Awards event has become a 
popular celebration of the Asian community. 

4.2 The 2022 awards will be the 11th year and will include the following categories: 

 Best Asian Business 

 Best Asian Restaurant 

 Best Asian Community 

 Best Asian Practising Professional 

 Best Asian Secondary Student 

 Best Asian Tertiary Student 

4.3 The Awards this year will be held at Toitoi and it is estimated 180 people will attend. 

4.4 The Multicultural Association of Hawke’s Bay acknowledges the continued support of the awards 
sponsors Hastings District Council, Napier City Council, Eastern Institute of Technology, Eastern & 
Central Community Trust and Tong Too Trust. 

4.5 There is sufficient funding available to support this application for funding support of $4,000 for the 
Asians in the Bay Awards for 2022.
